(Total 100 Marks).  The Students will also have to undertake a Project relating to Geo-Spatial 

applications in Rural Development  in the Second Semester which will also carry 100 Marks . 

Eligibility:  A Graduate degree in any discipline from a UGC recognized University.  For foreign 

applicants, degree of their University should be recognized by their Government and their 

competence in English should be ensured. 

 

 

 



 

Duration: One year,  Medium of Instruction :  English 

Programme Fee : Rs. 12,000/- (for Gen/OBC) &  Rs. 10,000/- (for SC/ST/PH), to be deposited in 

two equal installments at the commencement of each Semester.  For sponsored candidates, 

full Fee will have to be deposited at the time of admission.  Fee for NRIs and foreign nationals is 

US $ 1800 to be paid at the time of admission.
