Programme Fee: Rs. 10,000/- (for Gen/OBC) &Rs. 9,000/- (for SC/ST/PH), to be deposited 

through online in two equal installments at the commencement of first and second Semester.  

For sponsored candidates, total Fee will have to be deposited at the time of admission.  Fee for 

NRIs and foreign nationals is US $ 1700 to be paid at the time of admission through online. 

Examinations: PGDTDM Course will be offered in three Semesters wise and will have 30 Marks 

for the continuous Evaluation through Assignments and 70 Marks for Semester End 

Examinations (Total 100 Marks).  The Students will also have to undertake a Project relating to 

Tribal Development in the Third Semester which will also carry 200 Marks.
